Parent meeting to confirm arrangements & costings – Provision Agreement 
generated & signed prior to recruitment of 1:1 LSA.

CT to complete ‘Profile Questionnaire’ (FS, KS1 or KS2) & share with Oasis Link, Head of 
Oasis & Counsellor. Dependent upon primary barrier, next steps may be led by Oasis or 
Counselling 
Oasis next steps (in consultation with parents) – may involve Counsellor, as appr); 
1) Oasis Link teacher to complete observation/s (may incl specialists) 
2) YGL/SLT made aware of concerns
